  By default, the new rectangle is already selected.

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   If the fabric design does not fill your ellipse, select the Bucket tool.

5.   To make the bottom front of the couch, create a rectangle with square corners the same 

length as the make couch piece but much thinner, just thick enough to square the corners 

on the bottom of the couch. This piece has NO line (Pencil color = transparent button).

COUCH ARMS 
7.  For couch arms, create two rounded-corner pieces about 40 pixels high by 20 pixels wide.

Place the arms on each side so that the bottom of each arm is on the same line as the 

couch seat; make the arm stick out a little bit on each side. 
COUCH FEET 
8.  Create two small couch feet with the square-cornered rectangle tool.
